Benefits of Collaborative Approaches
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* OECD:
* faster to implement and to adapt to new circumstances;

* can be better designed than legislation, since they are normally produced
by those with an in-depth knowledge of the business sector in question;

* encouraging constant improvement and innovation (whereas legislation
generally sets a target, but does not encourage further improvement); and

* allowing parties to the agreement greater choice over how to achieve the
overall objective than legislation, which tends to be more prescriptive
